The 
program has expanded to 3 sites and 
now serves students from all 11

bridges, applied geometry to their 
structures for greater stability, and 

learned how to create pop-up books.

about electricity using balloons, a 

Tesla coils and a lightsaber!   

At Thousand Oaks, students 
participated in LHS’ “Engineer and 

Invent” Festival, creating motorized 
WobbleBots, learning about hydraulics
